And, hgazelnut growers have negotiated their 
second highest price in history, reports Polly 
Owen of the Oregon Hazelnut Commission. 

Oregon’s #1 greenhouse and nursery ag      
industry will make history as the state’s first 
sector to pass the $1 billion mark! Other 
growers earning more in 2007 include blue-
berry, potato, pear and grape producers.  

Although gross farm income is at all-time 
highs, rising costs have put a damper on   
profits for many.
